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Overview 

 
The Spin Sports Festival is a multi-day family celebration of outdoor sports that takes place in Aspen, Colorado. 
Bicycles, both road and mountain, are the primary focus. Golf, tennis and fishing events are offered to provide fun 
and competitive alternatives to like-minded enthusiasts. Rio Grande Park, located right in the middle of town, 
serves as the main gathering place for participants and travelers alike. It is the hub of the bike path system and 
hosts a stage, tradeshow booths, Skate Park, plus a secure 24-hour bicycle storage area. A complimentary setup 
for mountain biking activities, including a second tradeshow, is located a few miles away at Buttermilk Ski Area. 
 

The emphasis of this festival is placed on celebrating health, our environment, and the great pleasures of outdoor 
sports activities with family, friends and competitors. It opens in grand style with a Gear & Garment Show followed 
by musical entertainment. This “runway” event was created as a very effective way for businesses to highlight 
new or featured products in front of a live audience prior to being displayed at the 3-day product expo. 
 

Each day of the festival offers a choice of two organized bicycle rides on a multiday activities pass or for an 
admission fee. Bike Demo Days, a free enhancement, gives participants the chance to go ride the latest bicycles 
before, during or after an event. Alternative sports events are either included as part of the festival pass or offered 
for a separate charge. With the exception of fishing, the venues are easily reached by bicycle or accessible using 
the free public transportation system. At night, all participants come together in Aspen for larger public functions 
including live music, dancing, product giveaways, and awards celebrations.
